BAND ROOM

A message from Elaine:-

I have been asked to inform you of the current situation with regard to the Band Room at Huncote.
Early in March I received a phone call from a representative from the Blaby District Council informing me that due to a Government initiative Children’s Units are having to be built in many areas within the county and after a great deal of discussion it has been decided that the Blaby District’s unit will be built at Huncote, and that it will go adjacent to the Pavilion encroaching on to our building, therefore we will have to move, but instead of being formal and telling us to go leaving us having to find somewhere to go and move the band room, the Council want to work with us to relocate and if this involves moving the band room to another site do this for us.
On the 9th March I met with the Council representative at the band room to show him what accommodation we have and to discuss our real needs, we had a lengthy discussion about a number of issues for the band, and what we are really looking for (a brick building in Enderby thereby giving us a permanent home) and also the enquiries we have in progress in order to achieve this. The issue of funding was also discussed. I am hoping that as the Council are looking at the possibility of building a Concert type venue in Enderby if we can form a partnership of some kind with them we could possibly achieve some joint funding and so both achieve our goals. I am therefore hoping that this may work out well for us.
The Council very much want to help us reach our goal, as we are a very valued part of the community, but due to the time scale for the build of the Children’s Unit we may have to go through the temporary move first. I am keeping in contact with the Council and hoping to get a meeting with both members of the District and County Councils soon. As the County have not yet submitted a planning application we have a few more weeks for discussion, which I will continue to do, as well as continuing to pursue a suitable plot or building for us to have a permanent home. 
One option at the minute is to move our building further back onto the field behind the pavilion, I have raised concerns re this with regard to security and will be discussing the fact that when the building work starts we don’t want to be negotiating our way through a building site to get to the band room and to load the trailer, also where do we go and where do we store everything whilst our room is moved.
Please be aware that I will do all I can to ensure that the band comes out of this positively, and not just pushed to one side once moved. To coin a phrase the matter is ongoing with pressure from me to get the right answers to a great number of issues including who is paying for all of this. 
If anyone has anything they wish to discuss with regard to the above or any thoughts/worries please ring me or email me and I will do my best to provide an answer or obtain one.
I hope to have more information to present to the Organisation at the AGM which is to be held on 11th May at Enderby Social Club 7.30pm.

Doreen and John Sleath were really the saviours of the band in the 60’s, when numbers were down to just a handful of players.  They kept the band going, borrowing players to do jobs and fulfil engagements. Doreen was the Seamstress who kept the uniforms in a good state of repair and John Mr Fix-It.  In the band store room you can still find bits of his handiwork, stands held together with nuts and bolts, a base strap held with rivets and various lyres made from bulldog clips, rods and bits of wire brazed together and bent to fit any instrument.  Ever seen those three “stools” in the corner of the store room and wondered about them.  Well John made those so that the band could fit in the choir stalls in Enderby Church! or so I am told.

Back to the days when the band rehearsed in the Chapel; one Friday night the band turned up to practice for a contest on the following Sunday only to find there had been a mix up and the chapel was in use. Not phased by this, John said they could come back and practice in his back yard.  Hastily Christmas fairy lights were set up so that the band could see their music and the rehearsal went ahead with full percussion, tubular bells and the lot.  Next morning one of the neighbours was heard to say, ‘John Sleath had his radio on loud last night, I could hear it over the telly!’
