Chairman’s Note

History of Enderby Band ….. continued

After the Second World War the band seemed to struggle a bit and was very short of players.  This seemed to continue into the early 50’s, when something happened which was to have a tremendous influence on the future of the Band and part of our band folk law now.  A man called John Sleath started courting Doreen Biggs, the daughter of Arthur (Dick) Biggs, a grandson of one of the Band founder members.  When John and Doreen decided to get married, Dick only gave his permission on condition that John became band secretary, to which he agreed  and this association with the Band was to last nearly 50 years.  So Doreen and John’s house became the headquarters of the Band, and housed the library, kept the uniforms, spare instruments and was the parking place for the trailer which lived in their front garden chained to a post concreted into the ground.  The family car was not kept in garage, because that is where the band percussion kit lived.  On band nights the kit had to be taken to where the rehearsal was to be held.
The band has always been a bit nomadic and has never had a permanent practice room in Enderby.  They have rehearsed in most of the pubs in the village at one time or another, being attracted by the availability of liquid refreshment at the end.  But it was found that practices were getting shorter and shorter and refreshment time at the end getting longer and longer so the pub rehearsals were abandoned.

The Band rehearsed for some time at the Methodist Chapel and band members could often be seen on a Tuesday and Friday evening wheeling or carrying items of percussion from where it was stored in John and Doreen’s garage to the Chapel.

Rumour has it that a new beat bobby in the village thought he had caught participants in a major burglary red handed, when he saw suspicious characters in rain coats with collars pulled up round their ears (as it was cold, dark and raining at the time) rushing up the street with their loot!
